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Everett “Danny” Daniels was born in 1919 in Andover,
Ohio, and later moved to Youngstown. He began his career
in pharmacy at the age of twelve at Bonita Drugs and later
worked at Valley Wholesale Drug.

Danny served his country with distinction for more than
four years in World War II as tank commander of the Lead
Command Tank. He was awarded a Purple Heart and a
Letter of Commendation signed by General Mark Clark.

He graduated from The OSU College of Pharmacy in
1949. For the next twelve years he worked at several
community pharmacies including eight years at Wyandotte
Drugs on West S5th Avenue in the Tri-Village area. The
next 27 years were spent at McKinley Pharmacy in
Grandview where Danny was a community fixture until
closing his business.

In semi-retirement he has worked for his son Alan (a
pharmacist), for Vrable’s in Worthington, and at Harding
Hospital Pharmacy, and he continues to work some with

Pharmacy People doing relief and part-time assignments.
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Howard Eberts is a community pharmacist in every
sense of the word. He attended St. Leo's’ grammar school
only a short distance from the pharmacy he owned and the
neighborhood in which he spent a great deal of his life.

Howard graduated from The OSU College of Pharmacy
in 1935 and eventually had his own pharmacy on the south
side of Columbus. He and his wife and children operated
Eberts Pharmacy for 35 years. After closing the family
business, Howard remained a neighborhood pharmacist
with the Crosby Drug located near Columbus Community
Hospital on South High Street until 1987, completing over
50 years of pharmacy service to his neighborhood.

Since his retirement, he has pursued his love of family
origin and history. During his many years of practicing
pharmacy, Howard has acquired an impressive variety of
collectibles including cork stoppered bottles, pill rollers,
ground glass apothecary jars and a Konseal (the forerunner
of capsules) Manufacturing Kit.
